Health Care – Living a Healthy Life Style…Obtaining good medical and dental care on a regular basis is important in maintaining our health, especially as we age.  We can achieve early disease detection through regular medical and dental checkups and screening tests for certain types of cancer and other diseases, and we can get immunizations for certain diseases when indicated. For seniors who need financial assistance to obtain health care, contact the Nemours Health Clinic (www.nemours.org/clinic/de/nhc) which provides a variety of services for senior citizens who meet financial qualifications and are citizens of Delaware.  These include comprehensive dental care, eye examinations and eye glasses, and hearing tests and hearing aids.  Prescription drugs can be provided to enrollees through the Pharmaceutical Assistance Program at a reduced cost.
